JEAN-MARC VALLEE

Jean-Marc Vallée (1963 - 2021) was a
Canadian filmmaker, film editor, and
screenwriter. After studying film at the
Université de Montréal, Vallée went on
to make a number of critically acclaimed
short films, including Stéréotypes, Les
Fleurs Magiques, and Les Mots Magiques.

His debut feature, Black List, was
nominated for nine Genie Awards,
including nods for Vallée’s direction and
editing. His fourth feature film, CRA.ZY,
received further critical acclaim. Vallée’s
follow-up, The Young Victoria, garnered
strong reviews and received three Acad-
emy Award nominations.

His sixth film, Café de Flore, was the
most nominated film at the 32nd Genie
Awards. Vallée’s next films, the Amer-
ican dramas Dallas Buyers Club and Wild
continued this acclaim and the former
earned him a nomination for the Acad-
emy Award for Best Film Editing.

Vallée ventured into television by
executive producing and directing two
projects Big Little Lies and Sharp Objects.
For the former, he won an Emmy for Out-
standing Directing for a Limited Series,
Movie, or Dramatic Special.

Vallée was a keen collaborator in the
edit suite, with editing credits on many
of his own projects, often under pseudo-
nyms that played on his initials.

He fought for two main things on his
projects. Firstly, he stipulated that he did
not wish to work before gam or after
6pm. Secondly, he always wanted a good
music budget, as he believed that music
was at the centre of good storytelling.

This award is presented to a non-editor who has shown great support for Canadian editors
and the editorial profession over the course of their career.

Aprés
des études a I'Université de Montréal, Vallée
a réalisé plusieurs courts métrages louangés
par la critique, dont Stéréotypes, Les fleurs
magiques et Les mots magiques.

Son premier long métrage, Liste noire, a
été nommé neuf fois aux prix Génie, saluant
du méme coup le montage et la réalisation de
Vallée. Son quatrieme long métrage, CRA.ZY,
a recu un accueil encore plus enthousiaste.
Son film suivant, Victoria : Les jeunes années
dune reine, a connu d’excellentes critiques et
regu trois nominations aux Oscars.

Son sixieme film, Café de Flore, est celui
qui a le plus souvent été nommé aux 32e prix
Génie. Ses films subséquents, les drames amé-
ricains Dallas Buyers Club et Wild, ont aussi

été trés remarqués et Vallée a obtenu deux
nominations aux Oscars grace au premier:
meilleur montage et meilleur film.

Vallée s’est ensuite aventuré du coté de
la télévision en tant que producteur exécutif
et réalisateur de Petits secrets, grands men-
songes et Sharp Objects. Pour cette derniére
série, il a remporté un Emmy pour meilleure
réalisation d’'une série, d’'un film ou dune
émission spéciale dramatique.

Vallée était un collaborateur enthousiaste
dans la salle de montage, ayant travaillé au
montage de plusieurs de ses projets, souvent
sous des pseudonymes qui jouaient avec ses
initiales.

Deux choses étaient primordiales pour
lui dans ses projets. D’abord, il établissait
qu’il ne voulait pas travailler avant 9 h du
matin ni apres 18 h. Ensuite, il tenait toujours
a avoir un bon budget réservé a la musique,
car il croyait que la musique était au centre
de toute bonne histoire.

Since then he has worked with directors
including Rex Bromfield, Mark Lester,
Yves Simoneau, Robert Longo, Daniel
Petrie Jr, Sturla Gunnarson, Norman
Jewison, Stephen Silver, Henry Sellick,
Nathan Morlando, Miranda de Pencier
and Viggo Mortensen.
